The Public Health Services campus is 
located in Stockton, California.  The  
Department provides a culturally  
diverse population with conventional 
public health services, and has a strong 
tradition of  community partnership and 
leadership in health promotion. 
 

San Joaquin County government provides a 
variety of services to all of the estimated 
695,750 residents in the county.
